CC: Post COVID followup.
HPI: A 90-year-old seen in room following my seeing his wife. Both of them were tested COVID positive, quarantined to their room and they are coming back out onto the unit. When I spoke with Dr. Wyatt, who is a retired veterinarian, he denied having COVID and made a very sound case as to why asymptomatic etc. His appetite is good as is his PO intake of fluid. He went today to a cardiology appointment to see his longtime cardiologist on a routine visit and the PA is who saw him and stated that his EKG showed inadequate ventricular contraction and so she stated he may need a pacemaker, but the cardiologist will have to review things. He does not seem distressed taking it in stride.
DIAGNOSES: B-cell chronic lymphocytic leukemia stable, HTN, and hyperlipidemia.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: Full code.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is well-developed and nourished, ambulating independently in the living room.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 127/71. Pulse 80. Temperature 97.6. Respirations 20. O2 saturation 98%. Weight 180.2 pounds.
HEENT: Full-thickness hair. Corrective lenses in place. Conjunctiva clear. Moist oral mucosa.

CARDIAC: He has quiet heart sounds at regular rate and rhythm without MRG.
RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently. No LEE. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Post COVID followup. Again, denies COVID and is at his baseline. For his age, he is quite active and hearty.

2. Cardiac arrhythmia, question of pacemaker to be addressed by his cardiologist.

3. Medication request. The patient states that he and his wife used to get Cipro from their PCP to have available in the event of UTIs and she would let him know when she was feeling symptomatic and he would treat her and it would be warded off and not become a full-blown UTI. I talked to him about the ethics of that and they do administer their own medications and he stated that before he gave it to her, he would let us know and I told him that if that is something he has done that he is comfortable and takes responsibility for it, then it will be documented and he does. So, script for Cipro that they can self-administer will be written, #15 will be dispensed.
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
