CC: Fall and hit head.
HPI: An 88-year-old seen in room. He has a new Broda chair provided by hospice and he is quite tall it has the tilt that appears comfortable hopefully for him and foot rest for his feet. The patient just had a shower and was finishing being shaved by the male aide from Traditions and he appeared quite fatigued. Per families request, he has been kept up more as opposed to being put down to sleep and I think he will be fine sitting in the day room among other residents. The fall occurred over the weekend when patient was agitated in his wheelchair and fell out of that. He has an abrasion on the right part of his forehead that appears to be healing appropriately.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced end-stage vascular dementia, gait instability requires wheelchair, BPSD in the form of care resistance and agitation, advanced OA bilateral knees, peripheral neuropathy, macular degeneration, ankylosing spondylitis, COPD, and DM II.

MEDICATIONS: Metformin 250 mg b.i.d. a.c., atropine drops 3 per mouth b.i.d., BuSpar 15 mg q.d., Celebrex q.d., docusate q.d., Haldol 0.5 mg b.i.d., I-Vite q.d., lorazepam 1 mg at 2 p.m., iron q.d., Flomax q.d., torsemide 100 mg MWF, and Seroquel 100 mg h.s. We will hold that and see how he does without it and if a sleep aid is needed, we will add trazadone and discontinue the Seroquel.
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
