CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 96-year-old with DM II, currently on Trulicity 4.5/0.5 mL subQ q. Friday quarterly A1c is 10.8. On 12/14/22, A1c was 11.7 from that time to present there have been a couple of adjustments in her Trulicity so it is not a clear reflection of what the most recent dose is doing for her. I explained to her that there is still room for improvement then we could start an oral medication she would take once a day and she is in agreement with that. Overall, she feels good. She has no symptoms of increased thirst, appetite or urination.

DIAGNOSES: DM II, HLD, insomnia, and hyperlipidemia.

MEDICATIONS: Lipitor 20 mg h.s., melatonin 3 mg h.s., torsemide 20 mg MWF, and Trulicity 4.5/0.5 mL SQ q. Friday.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

Home health is golden age.
DIET: RCS.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Alert and well groomed female who is always pleasant.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 102/82, pulse 80, temperature 98.1, respirations 18, O2 saturation 92%, and FSBS 350. The previous week the weekly check was 229.

NEURO: Orientation x2-3. She has to reference for date and time. Her speech is clear at times a little bit hesitant to get started. She understands most information at times things have to be repeated or explained. She can voice her needs and she is engaging with other residents socially.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She propels her manual wheelchair without any difficulty. She has trace LEE. Moves her arms in a normal range of motion.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: A1c review it is 10.8 and Trulicity 4.5 mL I am leaving it at that again this dose was started about the midpoint of the lab draw and I am adding glipizide ER 5 mg q.d.
