CC: X-ray review.
HPI: An 89-year-old seen in room he is followed by Frontier Hospice. He was having constipation so on 03/24 hospice ordered abdominal flat plate and I reviewed with him today it showed gaseous distension of multiple bowel loops most likely due to constipation. On 03/06, hospice had started him on Senna-S two tablets b.i.d. and then changed him to one tablet h.s. and with subsequent bowel issues so in speaking with him he does not recall having diarrhea or problems with his stools while on the higher dose of Senna so I told him we are going to go back to two tablets twice daily and if it is more than he needs to let someone know.

DIAGNOSES: DM II, HTN, RA, lumbar DDD, depression, GERD, and insomnia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 02/22 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and seated in room quietly after dinner.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 108/60, pulse 92, temperature 98.0, respirations 18, and O2 saturation 92%.

NEURO: Orientation x2. He has to reference for date and time. He is hard of hearing so things have to be repeated loudly. He appears to have grasped basic understanding of information given. He is quiet and I think there are questions he has that he would not ask.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is a pivot for transfer and then transported in an electric wheelchair. He has trace ankle edema. Recommended he places legs in an upright position.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact.

ABDOMEN: Soft and hypoactive bowel sounds without distention.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Constipation. Increase Senna two tablets one b.i.d.
