CC: Lab and x-ray review.

HPI: A 91-year-old who was sitting at the counter in the dinning room. His wife and DIL were present.  The patient is now more verbal. He was saying God help me, help me and when food came he very quickly went to feed himself and does so without difficulty. On 03/27/23 a UA was requested and returns today positive for E. Coli UTI sensitive to Bactrim, which will be started. DIL present stated that they had made an appointment to speak to Legacy Hospice and I told her that I thought that that was a good move and that I would need to write an order for them to be able to access the chart. She did not understand that but was agreeable to order being written. We discussed the fact that he is not sleeping at all last week. The family requested 20 mg h.s. of melatonin and it started that night and she states that he is not sleeping at night nor through the day. Discussed ABH gel explained it to her told her that I can write for it and will have to wait until hospice can fill it. She also contacted hospice and I was able to talk with Chris Hamilton who is the director of Legacy Hospice and told her that we needed to get a ABH filled for him secondary to progression of symptoms. The family was agreeable to trial of ABH gel starting this evening.

DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia with progression, BPSD in the form of agitation and difficult to redirect.

MEDICATIONS: Megace 5 mL q.d., Imodium 4 mg q a.m., melatonin 20 mg h.s., Plavix q.d., and lisinopril 5 mg q.d.

LABS: UA returns E. coli positive sensitive to Bactrim and x-rays of lower extremities post fall where he complained of pain reportedly without fracture or dislocation. Hard copy is being obtained.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated at the counter calling aloud, difficult to console or redirect.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has good neck and truncal stability in wheelchair moving his limbs. No LEE.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. No significant bruising.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation to self-only. Looks about aimlessly. He is not aggressive repeating O’ God help me and he is seated comfortably with family near him.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Vascular dementia with progression and BPSD. ABH gel x1 now 1 mL and will repeat it h.s.

2. Hospice evaluation requested by family. Legacy, order written, talked to Chris and will get additional ABH gel tomorrow with any other recommendations that will be appreciated.

3. Social. I spoke with daughter DIL Debra was present for all the above.
