CC: Medication review and spoke with son.

HPI: An 81-year-old with a history of ovarian cancer currently on oral chemotherapy. I spoke with her son. An 81-year-old with history of ovarian cancer on oral chemotherapy and followed at Stevenson Cancer Center. The son asked as to whether she should keep a followup appointment however it is tomorrow and we have not arranged transportation and he lives in Arizona. Lee Knight has now obtained a POA and that paperwork is in chart. He stated he was here last week and he saw her and he is quite pleased with how she is doing. I saw her on the unit and she was busily walking to the dining room. She seemed happy stated everything is going well and told me that her son was happy with her care.

DIAGNOSES: Ovarian cancer on oral chemotherapy, history of breast CA remains on long-term oral chemotherapy, dementia with progression secondary to chemo, GERD, HTN, and HLD.

MEDICATIONS: Arimidex 1 mg q.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Os-Cal b.i.d., Pepcid 20 mg b.i.d., propranolol 18 mg q.d., and Ibrance 100 mg per schedule.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and makes eye contact and is cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 169/79, pulse 71, temperature 97.0, and respirations 19.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lungs fields clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without M, R or G.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently. No LEE. Move arms in a normal range of motion.
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NEUROLOGIC: Oriented x2. Makes eye contact. Speech clear. She has short-term deficits and does require some direction and understands given information.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Medication review. I am discontinuing some nonessential medication and reviewed it with son who is in agreement.

2. Transition to Memory Care. She appears to be doing well and son is pleased with that.

3. Ovarian CA. I asked her son to schedule a followup appointment and let us know that way transportation can be arranged and we will see if staff member can accompany her.
