HPI: A 95-year-old with a history of acute blood loss and anemia secondary to GI bleed He has had ongoing CBCs and when needed he has received transfusion. He has not had a CBC done since 08/20/22. At that time H and H were 8.1 and 24.7. I had ordered a CBC for a week or so ago it has not been done but today I saw Mr. Swyden along with his son who is co-POA with his sister Marty Swyden. I spoke with him regarding that we have not had a CBC in approximately five months but the patient has appeared to be doing well. I see him doing games in the game area with other residents. He also plays a foosball game and appears to be in good spirits. Looking at him today his color was good. He made eye contact, but is very hard of hearing, which is his baseline so he does not contribute to conversation. After speaking POA/son Marty feels like his father is doing okay and he would like to just leave it alone and if he has any concerns going forward will let me know and assess whether we need to do blood work. I am in agreement with that as I think that the patient appears to be enjoying his life rather than focused on medical issues.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: AVLA. No CBC check in five months and last transfusion required approximately seven to eight months ago. BP and pulse rate are well within normal and he does not appear compromised from respiratory perspective.
