This was a telehealth visit.

The patient stated that he had cough persistent and underwent testing at a local lab positive for COVID infection. The patient at this time is quarantined and his cough is much less and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, or vomiting.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
PLAN: Continue isolation for total 14 days. Also, the patient is advised to stay home and stop going back to work until his cough stops.

The patient is asked to resume his Mucinex DM 600 mg one tablet twice a day.

The patient is already finished azithromycin antibiotic.

Take Tylenol 500 mg every four to six hours as needed for generalized body ache.

The patient is advised if the O2 saturation falls less than 90% the patient needs to go to the nearest emergency room for oxygen supplement.
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
