CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after CT scan of the abdomen and followup for diabetes mellitus.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient has a CT scan of the abdomen and it showed mesenteric artery stenosis and the patient does not have any serious pain at this time. The patient denied any nausea or vomiting and there was no weight loss.
The patient stated that her fasting blood glucose is still between 140-160 mg/dL in the fasting state. The patient is on low-carb diet and she is going to be referred to endocrinologist.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or change in the bowel habits or stool color.
