CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a cyst in the left finger and mild left abdominal pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient noticed a cyst on the left finger it is not painful. There was no bleeding and this is on index finger.
The patient has mild left-sided lower abdominal pain it is on and off and most of the time it is due to constipation. The patient did not have any blood in the stools.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Within normal limits.

LUNGS: Within normal limits.

Abdominal examination reveals minimal left lower quadrant abdominal tenderness and there is no rebound tenderness. Suprapubic and CVA tenderness is absent.

Left index finger showed small cyst without any tenderness and there is no redness. Movement of the finger is unremarkable.
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
