SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink. He works in the service industry. He is married.
FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Cough, congestion, and sore throat. No fever. No hematemesis or hematochezia. No seizures or convulsion.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Temperature 98.7. Heart rate 84. O2 sat 97%. Blood pressure 135/96.
HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Bronchitis.

2. Sinusitis.

3. Pharyngitis.
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4. The patient does not want COVID testing, chest x-ray, or any other evaluation at this time.

5. Treat with Z-PAK/Medrol Dosepak/Phenergan DM/albuterol inhaler.
6. No history of blood pressure. Mother is a nurse. She will check blood pressure on a regular basis and report that to me next week.

7. If his condition gets worse, he promises to come in for further evaluation including COVID testing and chest x-ray coming later.
