HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Debra comes in today for a followup of exacerbation of COPD. She is sounding much better. She is breathing better. She actually has felt it for the first time. Last time, this happened, she ended up in the hospital for a week or two. Her back pain and chest wall pain is improved. She is not having any nausea or vomiting, she is eating well and has had no other issues or complaints.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Skin cancer and endstage COPD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy, C-section, and appendectomy. Nose surgery for skin cancer.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed, changes since yesterday include Phenergan DM, tramadol as well as Z-PAK and a Medrol Dosepak to her medication that was added.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None, but has had COVID in the past.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She still smokes. She does not drink. She lives with her friend.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 161 pounds. O2 sat 92% is with oxygen in place. She did have a nasal cannula at 2L today. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 16. Pulse 105. Blood pressure 142/71.

HEENT: TMs are clear.
LUNGS: Much improved lung sounds, less wheezing, less rales, and less rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows no edema.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Exacerbation of COPD improving.

2. Finish medications.

3. Come back next week.

4. Chest wall pain, resolved.

5. Back pain, resolved.
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6. No sign of pulmonary embolus.

7. If back pain returns, we will need to do a CT scan.

8. Lower extremity shows no evidence of DVT.

9. No issues with nausea and vomiting with current medication.

10. No diarrhea reported.

11. Findings discussed with the patient at length before leaving the office and will see me next week.
