HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 18-year-old female patient. She is here today complaining of head lice. She actually brought an over-the-counter product. She had active head lice that she had seen in the mirror as she examined her scalp along with other family members also visualizing the same activity. The patient applied the over-the-counter head lice medication with good results, she no longer sees any active movement on the scalp.

She is here because she needs a note to go back to work stating that that this problem has been resolved.
No other issues verbalized.
The patient tells me that she actually was infected with the head lice from her little sister. Apparently, there is an outbreak at her sister’s school and then she brought it home and subsequently she contracted the head lice.

No other issues.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any secondhand smoke, drugs, or alcohol.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed.
VITAL SIGNS: Current weight 220 pounds. Blood pressure 135/83. Respirations 16. Temperature 98. Oxygenation 99% on room air.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable. Examination of her hair and her scalp, no active movement by head lice has been visualized by me although I do see nits attached to sporadic hair follicles. Once again, this patient has been treated with an over-the-counter product, apparently it seems to be working effectively. I spent sometime looking throughout her scalp area. No active movement was seen.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Head lice. The patient will continue with the over-the-counter product. I believe it was ______. She has gotten good results with that. The patient can return to work without any restrictions.

2. If she needs any additional medication or if it seems to be a recurring issue, she can return to clinic or call me.
