History: Mr. Swaffer was seen today. Mr. Swaffer has B-cell lymphoma under remission as per Dr. Fleener. He has lot of allergies and uses three inhalers. He was seen last month with some leg pains and his pulses were palpable, but I could see loss of hair in the lower 1/3rd of leg and the patient was advised circulation testing of arterial circulation especially because he has loss of hair. He states he did sustain some neuropathy secondary to the drugs they had used for chemotherapy. The third problem is the patient used to play soccer and he jammed his fingers and he states he is not able to straighten or extend his right ring finger completely and he does notice some swelling of the right middle and the right ring finger, not just one hand, but both hands. There may be slight problem in the grip. His hand is good. There is no triggering of the fingers. There is no problem with thickening of fascia of the hand. I suggested noninvasive things like using oil and paraffin wax and, for his feet, use some Epsom salt in warm water and soak the feet. The patient understands that, but he was concerned about circulation, so I have set up a circulation test on his legs for 04/26/23. His med list reconciled. We also have not done labs on him since August 2022. I have ordered CBC, CMP, lipid, TSH and a sed rate and he will be seen in the office in a month.
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
