History: This is a note from followup of the hospital. Medicine reconciliation done post discharge. To note, the patient has been given:

1. Plavix.

2. Livalo.

3. Repatha injections.

4. Metoprolol.

5. Zetia.
The patient states he is not able to handle the metoprolol well. He states he is not taking metoprolol because it is causing him lot of joint pains. The cardiac nurse practitioner told him it is because of Livalo, but the patient has been on Livalo all the time.

Mr. Tippett had triple-vessel bypass surgery and they put glue on his scar. He is doing good. He finished about six weeks of physical therapy. He states he is not able to tolerate metoprolol; it is giving him lot of joint pains, so he stopped taking it. The patient also has glaucoma and uses eye drops for glaucoma. The cardiologist is working on getting a preapproval for Repatha injections. He is currently on Livalo and Zetia. He was allergic to lisinopril, so he got started on losartan potassium 25 mg a day. An EKG was done today and showed sinus rhythm and nonspecific ST changes. No arrhythmias. No atrial fibrillation. The patient is overall doing well. So, we will see him in the office in four to six weeks. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
