HISTORY: This is a 54-year-old gentleman here with itchy rash.

The patient states lesion is located on his penis. He stated he has a history of fungus infection on his penis before and symptoms are similar. He indicated that he is diabetic and usually gets fungus infection in his private area. He denies changes of soap, lotion, foods, pets, or contacts with any new perfumes.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Back surgery.

MEDICATIONS: Aspirin.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol, or drug use.

FAMILY HISTORY: Asthma and high blood pressure.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 135/92.

Pulse 64.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.8.

PENIS: Erythematous macule scaly surface. No edema. No erythema. No discharge from his penis. No bleeding. No exudate.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.
ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae except lesion discussed on his penis above.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. Tinea pedis.

2. Pruritic rash.

PLAN: The patient was prescribed the following: Nystatin 500,000 _______ cream, he will apply b.i.d. for 14 days, 45 g. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none. Urinalysis was done in the clinic today. UA reveals negative nitrites, negative leucocytes, negative glucose, negative proteins.
