PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cosmetic surgery.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasional ETOH. No smoking. Periods are abnormal because of implants. She has one child. She is a teacher. She has been exposed to both strep and mono at school.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 172 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.4. Respirations 16. Pulse 94. Blood pressure 104/67.

HEENT: Oral mucosa is dry. TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is very red and pustular. 

NECK: No JVD. Also copious lymphadenopathy noted in the neck.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Pharyngitis.

2. Strep is positive.

3. Lymphadenopathy in the neck was evaluated for abscess, none was found.

4. Copious lymphadenopathy noted though.
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5. Abdominal pain. Gallbladder looks normal. Liver looks normal. Spleen is normal. 

6. No sign of mono by spleen examination.

7. Positive strep.

8. We will treat with Rocephin 1 g and Decadron 8 mg and then Amoxil 875 mg at home.

9. Abdominal ultrasound for gallstones are negative.
10. No fatty liver.

11. Carotid ultrasound is negative in case of dizziness.
