PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She does not appear to be in any distress. She seems very pleasant.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/65. Pulse 98. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.1. Oxygenation 100% on room air. Current weight 69 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are present and within normal limits. She is not tender over the flank areas as well.
LABORATORY DATA: Labs today included urinalysis. On the urine, she does show moderate amount of blood.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 

1. Urinary tract infection and hematuria. The patient will be given Keflex 250 mg/5 mL, 10 mL b.i.d. 10 days #200 mL.

2. This patient we will also send out for urine culture, results will be back here in three days.

3. Plan of care reviewed with the mother. I have answered all her questions today. Plenty of fluids and plenty of rest.
