1. JB, 37-year-old male seen with right-sided abdominal pain diagnosed with kidney stones. CBC, CMP, and urinalysis all negative. Treated with Flomax, Toradol, Levsin, and Cipro and sent home. The patient was happy with the care, doing better already.

2. AC, 15-year-old young lady with lump on the head after she was assaulted. Police was called. She did have loss of consciousness. So a CT was ordered which was negative and sent home. Mother states she is doing fine.

3. JM, 41-year-old male with left ankle pain after a fall. Negative factor. Diagnosed with sprain. Treated appropriately with Motrin 600 mg and splint. She was happy with the care.

4. AA, 24-month-old baby with blood in the stool, off and on going to see his primary care. Workup negative. Guaiac stool negative. Normal exam. Dr. Ali felt like the patient may have Meckel's diverticulum and mom is going to see the primary care at 3:30 again today. Happy with the care received.

5. PM, is a 30-year-old female with a very bad sore throat, positive strep and allergic to penicillin. Treated with clindamycin, doing better. No sign of abscess formation. 
6. KB is an 18-year-old young man with history of primary syphilis that was treated on 03/06/23 comes in for a recheck. He was told that he needs to go see PCP and has RPR done in mid April. He was happy with the care received. No symptoms at this time.

7. KV, is a 17-year-old woman with right-sided pain. White count 11,000 early and possible appendicitis. She was transferred to Texas Children. The CT with contrast did not confirm the appendicitis and the patient’s pain subsided and was sent home after white count did not come up. Exam was negative and now is scheduled for HIDA nuclear scan to look at the gallbladder. They were happy with the care received. 
8. AT, this 69-year-old woman with abdominal pain. Blood pressure elevated. White count 13,000. CT scan showed lots of different abnormalities. For this reason, the patient was sent to Memorial Hermann where they diagnosed her with cholecystitis and had surgery yesterday, going home today. She was happy with the care received. 
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9. LG, is an 89-year-old woman with left-sided abdominal pain. Urinalysis, CBC, CMP, and CT all negative. Sent home with possible most likely constipation. No one answered the phone.

10. VS, is a 53-year-old male with boiling water burns, second-degree burn, treated with Septra DS and Silvadene. Sent home. No issues of concern. He was happy with the care.
11. DR, 27-year-old with right-sided pain, was given aspirin and Toradol initially. White count 12000. CT scan showed no PE. Cardiac workup, CMP and chest x-ray negative. Sent home with ProAir, prednisone and Toradol and azithromycin. The patient is doing better and was happy with the care received. 

12. KV, 33-year-old woman with pelvic pain diagnosed with urinary tract infection. CT negative. Pregnancy negative. Sent home with Levsin and Macrobid. Already doing better. 

13. LS, 8-year-old the young lady with sore throat. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with viral pharyngitis. Sent home with Bromfed already in school. Mother was happy with the care.

14. GC, 70-year-old with pain, redness, tenderness and abdominal wall because of an insect bite status post I&D already on clindamycin and Septra DS, doing fine. Dr. Ali did not feel like there was any reason to do any further testing and sent the patient home on the same medications. The phone number he left is a bad number.

15. AK, 23-year-old involved in an MVA. CT of the head and neck negative. Chest x-ray negative. Shoulder x-ray negative. Given Toradol in the ER, was sent home with Motrin and Flexeril. Doing fine today.

16. EW is a 15-year-old with left hand injury. X-rays negative. Treated with Motrin for sprain and sent home.

17. TD, 51-year-old woman presents with an asthma attack. Heart rate 129. O2 sat 85%. ABG 7.3. pH 45, CO2 58 O2. These are all quite ominous signs. Dr. Ali did a great job, gave the patient epinephrine, respiratory treatments, Decadron, and magnesium. Turned the patient around between 8 o’clock and 9:52 a.m. Swab test negative. CBC negative. CMP negative. Chest x-ray negative. Sent home with Z-Pak, steroids and inhaler. The phone number they left was a bad number. Dr. Ali did a great job. 
18. AA, 9-year-old with stuffy nose. Vitals stable. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with viral syndrome. Treated with Bromfed.
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
