CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical examination and also followup for cerebral infarction.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he is in the healthy state and doing his work without any problems and has keep appointment with specialist.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities. The patient also denied rashes, severe back pain, or depression.
