CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of rash on the scalp.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has rash on the scalp, which comes and goes and was not responding to hydrocortisone. The patient has diagnosed of psoriasis and seen by dermatologist.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
