Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a followup for Mrs. Price, donor of a kidney.  Last visit in July.  Colonoscopy done.  Benign polyps removed.  No malignancy, follows with cardiology Dr. Krepostman.  Echocardiogram apparently the prior valve replacement shows some changes.  Did have COVID.  Did not require hospital admission.  Some cough, received Z-PAK for superimposed infection, nasal congestion.  No bleeding.  No vomiting, diarrhea or urinary changes.  No edema or claudication symptoms.  Other review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medications list is reviewed.  Off diuretics potassium, only blood pressure Norvasc.

Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 134/84.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  Alert and oriented x3.  Normal speech and increased S2.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites, edema or neurological deficits.

Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine is stable around 1.4, GFR 42 stage III, minor increased bicarbonate.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Normal hemoglobin, minor increase of eosinophils.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Kidney donation.

2. CKD stage III, stable overtime, no progression and no dialysis.

3. Blood pressure appears to be fair acceptable.  Continue present medications.

4. Prior low sodium concentration in relation to HCTZ resolved.

5. Prior low potassium from diuretics resolved.

6. Prior history of open-heart surgery myxoma, valves replacement, complications of ARDS respiratory failure.

7. Recent COVID resolved.

8. History of breast cancer, no recurrence, prior mastectomy.

9. Chemistries related to kidney disease, all of them stable.  Plan to see her back in the next 6 to 9 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
