SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Anna described that she is feeling good. She is not depressed or suicidal, taking her medication. She denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. She claimed that right now she is sick and taking rest. The doctor has told her that she should stay in her room. Otherwise, she has been participating in activity. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. There were no suicidal thoughts or any symptoms of hallucination or delusion. Her judgment and insight seems to be okay. The patient also indicates she has all the medications and at this time she does not need any refill. The patient was given insight into her difficulties and encouraged that she should continue whatever she keeps doing, go for a walk, improve social interaction and try to avoid loneliness to which she agreed.
