History: Mr. Jordan came after about more than a year later. Mr. Jordan has seen the cardiologist, has seen the urologist and has seen the GI. He has had in 2022 late EGD and colonoscopy. No significant findings found. Cardiologist wants him to continue the Xarelto. He is off flecainide. The urologist also has signed him off as far as his prostate is concerned. He is 76 years old. His med list was reconciled. Advance care planning discussed. He is a single man who has lot of good friends in town and stays busy. He states the thing that is bothering him now is his left knee. His left knee, he has had it replaced twice; once by doctor at Physicians Centre and once by Dr. Veazey and he states the knee replacement parts have gotten lose and his knee swells up. Dr. Solcher does not want to do anything further. He has a CAT scan set up for his knee in near recent future at Scott & White Clinic. He has also seen the Fondren Group of Orthopedics who did not offer any new treatments. So, he is seeing the Scott & White Clinic doctors recently and then he is going to decide whether he wants the treatment done for the third time or not; basically, revision of the two previous replacements. The patient has had some lipid and liver function tests with cardiologist that are normal. The patient is taking vitamin D and vitamin K, but he is also on Xarelto. So, I told him to be careful because it may nullify the effect and he is taking vitamin D and K on his own for his bones. I had seen him many years ago because he had microscopic colitis and was on lot of steroids for a long time and we slowly tapered his steroids to off. I have ordered some more labs including A1c and CBC and CMP and see how he would proceed further. He will return to the office in a month after his labs. His med list reconciled. The patient is fully awake, alert and oriented and in no acute distress. He has got good memory. It is only this left knee that is bothering him now. I am going to see this patient in the office next month after his labs are back.
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
