He sees Dr. Rossman who is a rheumatologist and is getting methotrexate. He had been on Plaquenil in the past, but he is off Plaquenil. He states his right knee still hurts. He has flexion of knees up to about more than 90 degrees on the right side and Dr. Seabolt wants to do a surgery on him to remove adhesions and see if he could improve. His left knee is hurting him bad. I told him he needs to do physical therapy to improve his anterior thighs and his gluteus muscles and told him I was not in favor of doing a revision to improve his flexion because his disease etiology is multifactorial. The patient was ordered lab test today including A1c, CBC, CMP and lipids. As he is diabetic, I would like to check circulation in his legs and a test is scheduled for that. Otherwise, I will see him in the office in next four to six weeks.
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
