




NEUROLOGY CONSULTATION

Dear Lori Schriner:
I had the pleasure of seeing Christopher Lyons today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in his care. As you know, he is 51-year-old left-handed Caucasian man who came with his girlfriend to my office. He had a stroke back in August 2022 when he was in Florida. He went for rehab in Florida and then New Jersey. He came here on February 14. Presently, he is having right-sided hemiplegia and he cannot speak and walk with a cane. The patient is being evaluated for PT/OT and ST. He is taking Lipitor 40 mg p.o. daily and aspirin 81 mg p.o. daily. He has pain, tingling, and numbness on the right side.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Stroke, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, right hemiplegia, benign prostatic hypertrophy, history of deep vein thrombosis, history of alcohol abuse, alcoholic liver disease, feeding G-tube, GI bleed, GERD, panic disorder, and history of tracheostomy.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tracheostomy, G-tube, and left ankle surgery.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

MEDICATIONS: Lipitor 40 mg p.o. daily, aspirin 81 mg p.o. daily, terazosin, Lopressor, and baclofen.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He is ex-smoker, ex-drinker, ex-marijuana, and cocaine user. He is single, lives with the girlfriend, have two children.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother alive. Father deceased with alcohol and smoking. Three sisters, one killed in a motor vehicle accident. He has three brothers.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric and musculoskeletal system. I found out that he is having vertigo, lightheadedness, confusion, memory loss, numbness, tingling, weakness, trouble walking, depression, anxiety, joint pain, joint stiffness, muscle pain, and back pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 100/70, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, or edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert and awake. Speech: Expressive aphasia present. Pupils are equally reacting to light. Extraocular movements are intact. Right facial droop present. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug normal. Hearing is good on both sides. Motor system examination right-sided 0/5, left-sided 5/5. Deep tendon reflexes left-sided 2/4 and right-sided 3/4. Plantar responses are flexor. Sensory system examination revealed decreased pinprick and vibratory sensation on the right side.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 51-year-old left-handed Caucasian man whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problems:

1. Stroke.

2. Right hemiplegia.

3. Right facial droop.

4. Numbness on the right side.

At this time, I would like to continue the aspirin 81 mg p.o. daily and Lipitor 40 mg p.o. daily. I would like to start gabapentin 100 mg p.o. three times daily. I would like to see him back in my office in three months.
