Mr. Faupel is a 76-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his hypercalcemia evaluation. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, sleep apnea, obesity, type II diabetes, vitamin D deficiency, hyperuricemia, pacemaker placement and his diabetes is diet controlled. His labs were reviewed and his PTH is 88, vitamin D level I do not have at this time. The patient has been evaluated before for a primary hyperparathyroidism and he was previously followed by Dr. Pham and he is currently on calcium 500 mg per day and they have been only monitoring his calcium level. At this time, the patient is not amenable to surgery and no surgery has been recommended thus far.

Plan:
1. For his primary hyperparathyroidism, we will check a current parathyroid hormone level. His previous parathyroid hormone level was 88. I will also check a vitamin D level and a serum calcium level, which will be taken in conjunction with the PTH.

2. Notably, the patient is on calcium 500 mg daily. He was previously seen by Dr. Pham, endocrinologist who was monitoring the levels and do not recommend surgery and the patient is not amenable to surgery at this time. I would like to monitor the calcium level to exactly where we are and the need of make another assessment to see if surgery is indicated.

3. For his vitamin D deficiency, he is on vitamin D 1000 IUs two per day so therefore 2000 IUs daily.

4. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

5. For his hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.
