Dear Jon:

This is a followup for Mr. Gluch with membranous nephropathy biopsy-proven as well as elevated antibodies to PLA2R was treated successfully with prednisone, cyclophosphamide and recurrence treated with Rituxan with complete response.  Last visit in October.  Offered an in-person visit, but he is working, we did phone visit.  Denies any complaints.  No edema.  No skin rash.  No joint tenderness.  No changes in weight or appetite.  Normal bowels.  No chest pain, palpitation and dyspnea.  Review of system is completely negative.  Blood pressure is running in the low side.
Medications:  Losartan 50 mg as the only medications, no supplements.  No antiinflammatory agents.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home in the 100s-110s/70s and 80s.  Alert and oriented x3 on the face time.  Normal speech 
Labs:  Normal kidney function, electrolytes, acid base, albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  Hemoglobin close to normal.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Presently no presence of protein in the urine.  The antibody PLA2R is not detectable.

Assessment and Plan:  Membranous nephropathy biopsy-proven as well as associated to antibody against PLA2R, treatment as indicated above, on complete remission, no recurrence already for one and half years, evaluating six months with another blood test, collection of urine, serology for PLA2R.  Because of low blood pressure, I am decreasing losartan from 50 mg to 25 mg and if blood pressure remains in the low side, we will stop it altogether.  All issues discussed with the patient.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
