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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION: Clinical case of a 72-year-old white female that is coming back to the office after we repeated a 24-hour urine for creatinine clearance and protein. The patient continues to have been a case of CKD IIIB; however, the proteinuria is at nephrotic levels 4 g in 24 hours. Taking into consideration that the patient had a malignancy in the past that was treated with radiation therapy that the patient has diversion of the urine because of the persistent hematuria and urinary tract infections. The fact that the patient has edema in the lower extremities, was treated at Lakeland Regional Medical Center as a compartment syndrome and since we have alteration of the liver function tests, this could be a case of relapse in malignancy with obstruction of the lymphatic tree causing the edema in the right lower extremity with superimposed infection and could be related to a glomerulopathy. For that reason, we are going to do the serology for glomerulopathy and an abdominopelvic CT scan looking for malignancy. We are going to reevaluate the case after we do those tests. Reevaluation in three weeks.
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
