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PATIENT NAME: Gloria Stratton

DATE OF BIRTH: 11/09/1976

SUBJECTIVE: The patient is a 46-year-old female who had the following medical problems. She has had breast cancer diagnosed in 2021 six months after receiving her last COVID-19 vaccination. She is BRCA negative. She had bilateral mastectomy in April 2022 and reconstruction of breast surgery. She had no chemotherapy and no radiation. After her mastectomy, she got COVID and then she had wound adhesions and then was diagnosed with right breast pyoderma gangrenosum and has been on roller coaster of medications to treat this disease. She also has history of migraine headaches.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes C-section x2, lipoma resection, and ganglion resection of her wrist.

ALLERGIES: SULFA and ASPIRIN.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She is married and has had two kids. No smoking. No alcohol. No drug use.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father with hypertension and glaucoma. Mother died from breast cancer. Sister has hypertension.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Include clobetasol propionate external cream, collagen hydrolysate oral powder, mycophenolate, prednisolone, rizatriptan p.r.n., hyaluronic acid orally tacrolimus external, and topiramate orally.

IMMUNIZATIONS: She had received two doses of COVID-19 vaccination.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Reveals migraines that are usually worse on her cycles. There was few days where she had dizziness, vertigo, joint pain, gastritis symptoms, knee pains, meclizine helped during these two days. She does have right-sided pressure at the site of her surgery. No nausea. No vomiting. No abdominal pain. No diarrhea. No constipation. No nocturia. No urinary symptoms. Her cycles are regular. No leg swelling. All other systems are reviewed and are negative.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: As mentioned above.

HEENT: Pupils are round and reactive to light and accommodation. Pale conjunctivae. Nonicteric sclerae. No cervical lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit bilaterally. No jugular venous distention bilaterally. Moist oral mucosa. No pharyngeal erythema noted.

Neck: Supple. No stiffness or rigidity.

Heart: Heart sounds are regular rate and rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No murmurs heard. No friction heard.

Lungs: Clear to auscultation. No crackles or wheezes heard.

Abdomen: Soft. No hepatomegaly. No splenomegaly. No guarding, rebound, or rigidity.

Extremities: There is no edema in the lower extremities.

Skin: No skin rash noted.

Neuro: Nonfocal.

LABORATORY DATA: Shows BUN 16, creatinine 0.84, glucose of 90, potassium of 4, and albumin of 4.1.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. Pyoderma gangrenosum resistant to current therapy. Most likely patient has a vaccine injury from her Moderna vaccine. We are going to optimize and treat her with spike detox protocol including supplements. Also, we will give a course of ivermectin. She was advised that this is off label and she wishes to proceed with treatment. The patient was encouraged to explore hyperbaric oxygen as a treatment option for her pyoderma as well.

2. Migraine headaches stable.

3. Breast cancer status post bilateral mastectomy.

The patient is going to see me back in around one month for followup.
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
