BENNETT, LUCY
Ms. Bennett is being recertified for hospice on the grounds of breast cancer. She is 67 years old. Since last certification, she has lost more weight with severe muscle wasting, protein-calorie malnutrition. She eats very little now, much weaker, has dizziness even when she is sitting in bed. No longer able to use a cane or a walker because of high risk of fall and she has actually had one or two falls recently. Appetite is diminished as I mentioned, eating child-like portion with 7.5 pounds in weight loss since last certification. She sleeps about 16-18 hours a day. She has a KPS score of 40%. She is now total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent and requires turning in bed. The patient also requires pain medication for chronic pain related to breast cancer as well as for anxiety related to breast cancer, fear of dying and bony metastasis. The patient remains hospice appropriate and expected to live less than six months.
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
