The patient Annette Vasquez was seen in followup today. She reports occasional palpitation, which from her description feels like skip beat. The symptom of palpitation has decreased significantly. No chest discomfort. No dizziness.

On exam, blood pressure first time 116/76 mmHg and few minutes later it was 110/72 mmHg. Pulse 64 bpm. Cardiovascular system exam S1 and S2 are normal. Respiratory system exam, lungs are clear.

The patient had stress test on February 24, 2023, when she exercised 10 minutes on a Bruce protocol and no significant abnormality was noted. No arrhythmias were noted. On March 20, 2023, the patient had echocardiogram, which did not show any significant abnormality. Ascending aorta diameter was at the upper limit of normal. It was 3.7 cm. On February 12, 2023, the patient had *_________*. The patient in detail understood well and she agreed with the present medication management.
