This is a progress report on Carl Clyne.

This 76-year-old male comes here today for chemotherapy.

SYMPTOMS: He feels fine not stronger than before but not totally as good as couple of years ago.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of marginal zone lymphoma stage IV now on single agent Rituxan chemotherapy.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is 76-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 11 inch tall, weighing 209 pounds, and blood pressure 164/78.

HEENT: Normocephalic.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

LAB: Last CBC about three weeks ago showed WBC 4.3, hemoglobin 13, and platelet count was still low at 122. CMP showed sodium 138, potassium was 5.5, and rest is unremarkable.
DIAGNOSES:

1. Marginal zone lymphoma.

2. On single agent chemotherapy with Rituxan.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: Advised to give him premedication with Benadryl 25 mg, dexamethasone 10 mg in 250 sodium chloride and Rituxan 850 mg in 500 sodium chloride over two hours. Upon completion, this single agent Rituxan will be continued for total of two years that would be another eight to nine months.
