This is a progress report on Steven Salaz.

This 74-year-old male comes here for evaluation today. Recently, he was hospitalized with hemoglobin of 6 when he was seen at North Texas Medical Center in Gainesville. Recheck hemoglobin was around 5 so the patient was transferred to Medical City Denton where he was given 3 units of Paxil. He was also given IV Protonix every 8 to 12 hours. The patient also had upper GI endoscopy showing “bleeding ulcer” and endoscopy done by Dr. Raj we do not have the results yet. The patient was then advised to have colonoscopy as outpatient and was sent home he is here now.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of angiodysplasia and frequent and chronic bleeding requiring blood transfusion as well as intravenous iron infusions periodically. He also has history of hypertension and coronary artery disease.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 74-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 6 inch tall, weighing 156 pounds, and blood pressure 133/66.
Eyes/ENT: Showed some pallor.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sound active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Severe iron deficiency anemia.

2. Chronic intermittent GI bleed from angiodysplasia and now stomach ulcer.

3. Chronically needing intravenous iron infusion.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw CBC, CMP, iron, and ferritin. We will go ahead and give him 1 g of intravenous iron in 250 of sodium chloride over two hours and then discontinue IV send him home.
