CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. “I have abscess on my abdomen.”
2. Followup blood tests.

3. Abdominal pain. Scheduled for HIDA scan, but they never called her.

4. Followup of high cholesterol, low thyroid and hypertension.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Lynda comes in with three-day history of insect bite that has turned into a rather large red inflamed abdominal wall abscess.

The patient has had no fever. No chills. No hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, diabetes, hypothyroidism, and gastroesophageal reflux.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: COVID immunization up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No ETOH use on regular basis. No smoking. Last period in 1999.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 188 pounds. Oxygenation 98%. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 16. Pulse 70. Blood pressure 176/91 elevated because of the current infection.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: Shows no JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft. The patient does have what looks like an abscess in lower abdomen.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

ASSESSMENT:
1. The patient’s abscess was cleansed, anesthetized and drained.

2. Abscess was packed with iodoform gauze.

3. Rocephin a gram now.

4. Augmentin 875 mg called to the pharmacy in Livingston.
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5. Come back and see me in 24 hours.

6. Sitz bath.

7. We will remove the gauze in two days.

8. We will schedule for HIDA scan at the Livingston Hospital since they do have a nuclear scan study machine there.

9. Hypertension controlled.

10. TSH stable.

11. Cholesterol stable.

12. Gastroesophageal reflux stable.

13. The patient also has a stye of right lower eyelid, which would respond to Augmentin and that is what we are going to treat her with at the same time.
