ROGGERS, CALEN

CHIEF COMPLAINT: Left wrist pain and right ankle pain.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 12-year-old young man fell at school, comes in today with swollen and painful left wrist and unable to walk on the right ankle.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: None.

IMMUNIZATIONS: COVID immunization none. Regular immunization up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No exposure to smoking.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: We did not weigh him today because he is unsteady standing up. Oxygenation 96%. Respirations 16. Pulse 100.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

EXTREMITIES: There is swelling about the left wrist with decreased range of motion. There is minimal swelling about the right ankle with good range of motion.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Left wrist x-ray shows a distal radial fracture, minimal angulation, and minimal dislocation consistent with Colles fracture.

2. I do not see a fracture in the ulna, but nevertheless, this may need to be repeated because of the amount of swelling present.

3. The ankle x-ray shows no obvious fracture, sprain most likely.

4. Advil over-the-counter two tablets three times a day according to his weight.

5. Ice the first 24 hours, then moist heat.
6. Off this ankle with crutches; they have crutches.

7. Ace wrap applied to the wrist.

8. No movement of the wrist.

9. Referred to orthopedist via PCP tomorrow for a cast.

10. Mother will call the PCP to get an appointment and they understand it is urgent for the child to get that done ASAP and the Ace wrap itself is not going to suffice.
