HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: James comes in today with two rather large one 3 cm and one 2 cm “boils” on his buttocks; one on the right and one on the left. He has had similar episodes in the past. His last blood test in December was completely negative. His cholesterol, his glucose, A1c, kidney function, and liver function were okay. One other time, he has had this before, the cultures showed staph; nobody told him about MRSA.

He requires I&D today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does smoke. He does not drink alcohol.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Three to four days history of painful buttocks consistent with developing boils.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 130 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.1. Respirations 16. Pulse 94. Blood pressure 117/71.

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Nodules/abscess on his buttocks x2, 3 cm and 2 cm.
On exam, he does have two boils on his buttocks; 3 cm and 1.5 to 2 cm as was described.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Recurrent carbuncles.

2. Staph infection noted before.

3. No history of MRSA.

4. We will check for MRSA now.
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5. After consent was obtained, area was cleansed, anesthetized, the induration and abscess noted to be in the diameter about 5 cm, but the abscess was about 3 cm on the right and 1.5 cm on the left and this was drained and iodoform gauze was used to pack the abscess.
6. Recommend sitz bath.

7. Rocephin 1 g now.

8. Clindamycin 300 mg two b.i.d. x7 days and Septra DS one b.i.d. x7 days.

9. Come back in three days.
