CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for atrial flutter, refill on medication, and followup for diabetes mellitus.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had a recent incident of atrial fib and flutter and he was sent to the emergency room after that he was admitted to the hospital and had undergone extensive evaluation after the patient was diagnosed with atrial fibrillation, flutter and he was started on Eliquis 2.5 mg two tablets twice a day and also digoxin 125 mcg once a day. The patient stated that he has no bleeding episodes and feeling normal. The patient has developed nasal congestion recently with minimal headache, but there is no fever or chills and no cough or sputum production and the patient was not exposed to any serious illnesses.
The patient also stated that his blood sugar readings at times go more than 150 and the patient is requesting refill on glimepiride medication.
The patient was also taken off losartan and started hydrochlorothiazide; however, the patient did not agree as the patient has some side effects so he stopped taking hydrochlorothiazide and the patient is requesting restarting losartan 50 mg once a day.

The patient has been also taking Tradjenta 5 mg once a day for diabetes and he is continued to pain medication.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is widower and he lives by himself. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient is otherwise very active.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals minimal nasal congestion bilaterally without any bleeding.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
