Dear Nikki. 

This is a followup for Mrs. Hacker for chronic kidney disease, hypertension, prior acute renal failure at the point of diarrhea.  Last visit April.  This was a phone visit.  She declined to come in person.  Cystoscopy was done and negative malignancy, urology Dr. Witskey.  She was evaluated and released for carbon monoxide poisoning.  She does have monitor detector at home.  She was having headaches, nausea, throwing up, dizziness, and unable to walk.  Symptoms resolve immediately without any sequelae and they fix the problem on the stove that was leaking.

She also has irritable bowel syndrome predominance of diarrhea which limited her ability to socialize and get out of home because of sudden incontinence without any bleeding.  Does not effecting her weight or appetite.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  Denies changes in urination.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  She is incontinent of urine for which she just started on Myrbetriq with some help.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  Follows with Dr. Krepostman cardiology everything stable.  Other review of systems is negative.   He mentioned blood pressure at home in the 130s/70s to 80s.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Noticed the hydralazine, lisinopril, and metoprolol for blood pressure, on antiarrhythmics propafenone.  The new medication Myrbetriq.
She is alert and oriented x3.  Normal speech.  Able to speak in full sentences.  No expressive aphasia or dysarthria.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine normal at 0.9.  Normal cell count.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Bicarbonate in the upper side.  Normal albumin.  Minor decrease of calcium.  Other liver function tests are not elevated.

Assessment and Plan:

1. Presently normal kidney function.  Blood pressure fair control.  Follows with cardiology and yourself.
2. Management of atrial fibrillation.  The prior acute renal failure from diarrhea is resolved.  In that opportunity, no obstruction or urinary retention.  Relative small kidney on the left comparing to the right.  From my service, no active issues.  I do not need to see her again.  Call us if any question.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
