Dear Dr. Fiesey:

This is a letter on behalf of Mrs. Penelope Arnold who I am following for chronic kidney disease likely related to hypertension and prior lithium exposure.  Kidney function represents a GFR of 33 stage IIIB, has been stable at least the last 4 to 5 years.  She has no symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, volume overload, or pericarditis.  Blood pressure in the office has been around 140s/80s.  There is no contraindication for upcoming rotator cuff surgery May 2, 2023.  She is on diabetes and blood pressure management, already of lithium, bipolar disorder well controlled on Depakote.  Avoid antiinflammatory agents including intravenous Toradol.  Other chemistries in relation to kidney disease are stable with normal sodium, potassium, acid base, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus and no anemia.  If I can be of any further assistance, please do not hesitate to contact me.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
