The patient states they have already decided from their family who is going to be responsible, but they have not made official papers, but they have a daughter who works for a physician and is going to assist them. Information about advance care planning given. The patient’s current lab work that was done a week ago discussed. His A1c is good. No medicine changes have been made. He has slightly elevated PSA test, but he has seen Dr. Bhavsar who told him that at his age messing of a prostate is causing more problems, but he is asymptomatic, so he does not want to pursue for any other treatment. His last PSA was slightly elevated at which time he was seen by Dr. Bhavsar and it has just gone up by one point and he is asymptomatic, so we are going to just leave it alone at this time.

Mr. Hammond’s Medical Problems include:

1. Long-standing diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Atherosclerotic heart disease of native coronary arteries without angina, asymptomatic.
5. Left ventricular ejection fraction of 50-55%.

6. Paroxysmal atrial fibrillation I48.0. The patient is maintaining sinus rhythm. No retinopathy.

7. Mixed hyperlipidemia.
8. The patient runs a high PSA, but has seen Dr. Bhavsar who suggested it will be worse to mess it up with surgery or biopsy as he is asymptomatic to leave him alone.
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
