He states he still does some work at his own house and is doing good. The patient has leg edema over both legs, has onychomycosis of the toenails and he is using a walker for ambulation. I think he will definitely benefit from even checking the arterial circulation in his legs. He has a followup appointment to see Dr. Mitchell, his cardiologist and I have encouraged him to keep up the followup appointment, but in the meantime, we will schedule a circulation test for him.
