History: Dr. McIntyre started with atrial fibrillation. He went through cardioversion, but it was recurrent, then he went to Houston, saw a superspecialist and had some kind of surgery on his atria so that he does not get AFib again. However, unfortunately off and on, he does get episodes of AFib. His latest episode was while he was exercising at the gym and it was noted. The patient states he saw Dr. Mays recently and had EKG and did not show any AFib, which was a good success. He has seen Brazos Rhythm doctors also and, after the surgery in Houston, he was told that he did not have to take the long-term anticoagulation. He states he has learnt a lot about LVAD that his wife has gotten, put in for severe cardiomyopathy. The patient apparently had labs done last week; however, St. Joseph has not forwarded me the labs, so we are working to get the labs back. Dr. McIntyre is here for the physical for Blue Cross, which was done and coded that way. He then showed me an area over his left elbow where there is an irregular swelling about 3 to 4 cm on the outer side of his left forearm partly going into the left elbow and partly is over the left forearm. I can see some old healed scars in that area. The patient states he has noticed this for past two or three weeks. His wife has noted some warmth area over that swelling. I told him since he does not give any history of any injury and the swelling seems to be fixed over the bone and is not mobile, we will have to do some x-rays of his left forearm and left elbow. I asked him about previous injury and he states when he was 25, they had gone to a restaurant in Chicago and he was trying to jump over some rails and he fell and hurt the left elbow, but he states he does not remember having any surgery or stitches put it. He did want his sildenafil refilled; a prescription of #30 tablets of sildenafil 100 mg given to the patient. We will await lab results from St. Joseph, we will await the x-rays and I will call the patient depending on the results on phone or a video visit.
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
