CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of fever, sore throat, headache and coughing with nausea today and also with complaints of pain on his right leg; fell several days ago.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Complains of fever, cough and congestion today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Fell on right leg x5 days, treating at home.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Superficial abrasion evident to right anterior knee with minimal purpura, without full range of motion, without painful weightbearing or evidence of fracture. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep and flu tests performed which were all negative.
IMPRESSION: Viral respiratory infection with mild abrasion/contusion to right knee.
PLAN: Advised to continue topical care on knee and to follow up as needed.
