The patient is seen for preop surgery, seen here before with major open fracture to the right index finger and adjacent ring finger, has been followed by Dr. Buczek, hand surgeon in The Woodlands, has had prior procedure, is now scheduled for a second procedure with preop EKG and lab work to be done here in office. Presently, still taking ibuprofen. Evaluation for preop physical.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Without CVA tenderness. Skin: Without open lesions. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Extremities: Noted surgery to the right index finger with protruding thread distal right second phalanx with limited range of motion of interphalangeal and distal interphalangeal joints.

IMPRESSION: Followup of open fracture right index finger with open reduction and internal fixation and tendon transfer from right wrist, scheduled for second procedure, here for preop clearance.
PLAN: No contraindications to planned surgery. Lab and EKG done within normal limits. Labs obtained and to be reviewed. The patient’s clearance for surgery will be signed and the patient to follow up with hand surgeon.
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
