The patient presents with sore throat and cough for two days. The patient is on guanfacine for three months, a non-stimulant agent for attention deficit disorder and also has history of small optic nerves, micropenis disorder and gametogenesis and falls.
PRESENT ILLNESS: As above. Sore throat and cough for two days.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Stable on medications, non-stimulant medication per history, states falls a lot per mother.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Skeletal: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and strep tests performed both of which were negative.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Viremia with history of gametogenesis.
PLAN: The patient was not given prescriptions. He was advised to observe. Follow up as needed.
