The patient presents with complaints of foot swelling and pain after getting stuck between the chains of his bicycle three days ago.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Same.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: 1+ tenderness to left medial ankle with superficial abrasion with full range of motion. Skin: Otherwise, without lesions. Neurological: Within normal limits.

X-rays were obtained of left ankle without abnormality.

DIAGNOSIS: Contusion/abrasion of left ankle.

PLAN: The patient was advised continuing topical care with reduced ambulation Follow up as needed.
