CHIEF COMPLAINT: Toothache.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 61-year-old gentleman with history of hypertension, on Amoxil because of dental caries, comes in because the pain is unbearable. He has an appointment with the dentist, but it is not going to happen for a few days. He is alert. He is awake. He does not have any signs or symptoms of abscess or lymphadenopathy on that side of his neck, but he definitely has definite tooth pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No recent surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Benazepril, Amoxil and ibuprofen.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink. He does not use drugs.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 171 pounds. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 98.1. Respirations 16. Pulse 84. Blood pressure 140/75.

HEENT: Positive multiple dental caries noted.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. The patient has been taking the Amoxil that he had at home, but only for one day. I went ahead and gave him Amoxil for the next five days.

2. Continue with Motrin 600 mg up to three times a day taken with food.
3. He is going to go see his dentist in the next 24 hours; he was able to get a hold of his dentist and got the appointment moved up.

4. I explained to the patient that our office does not provide any narcotics for toothache.

5. This patient does not need any drainage or any other procedures at this time.
