Mr. Luce is a 49-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2010. He also has a significant history of pancreatitis, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, coma, pneumonia, meningitis, gallbladder removal and he was a former smoker. The patient had COVID pneumonia as well. For his diabetes, he is on Levemir 30 units twice a day and glipizide 5 mg twice daily and NovoLog sliding scale. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia. He reports some neuropathy in his lower extremities. His blood sugars in the morning range in the 200 range.

Plan:
1. For his type II diabetes, we are going to adjust his diabetic regimen and increase his glipizide to 10 mg twice a day, Levemir adjust to 80 units twice daily, NovoLog 30 to 40 units with each meal and Jardiance 25 mg once daily.

2. The patient checks his blood glucose four times per day. He makes frequent dose adjustments to his insulin therapy based on blood glucose monitoring. He takes injections of insulin four times per day and we will prescribe the FreeStyle Libre III Sensor continuous glucose monitor.

3. The patient has a history of hypothyroidism and therefore, I will check a thyroid function panel.
