HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 51-year-old gentleman comes in today for followup of abscess on his buttocks. He had two large abscesses on his buttocks which were opened and drained via I&D on Friday, Good Friday this past Friday. I called him today because his culture came back as MRSA. He is here now for followup. I am unfortunately sad to report that the abscess does appear to be smaller, but I think it should be further long. He is currently receiving clindamycin 600 mg b.i.d., Septra DS one p.o. b.i.d.

I am going to change that to Zyvox 600 mg b.i.d. and then come back for followup in seven days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does smoke. He does not drink alcohol. He has had similar infections in the past.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above. Pain is better. No fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure, or convulsion.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 130 pounds again today. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.5. Respirations 16. Pulse 97. Blood pressure 111/66.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash. Abscesses as I described on the right and left buttocks appear slightly smaller, but nevertheless still present. There is still some redness apparent.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Recurrent carbuncle.

2. Buttocks abscesses 3 cm and 2 cm on right and left respectively.

3. Change antibiotics to Zyvox 600 mg b.i.d.

4. With GoodRx, it should be $55 or loss for 10 days.

5. Come back in five days.
6. There was no need for repeat I&D today.

7. I did not feel like an injection would help him.

8. Call if develops fever, chills or any other symptoms.
